Cloze Reading Design Assignment Rubric
Directions: The student will construct a reading passage to describe in detail how the Circulatory & Respiratory systems work together in the human body.   Then certain phrases or terms will be deleted from the reading and replaced with blanks to create a fill in the blank worksheet.  

Below are the specific requirements:

· Must be at least 2 paragraphs in length (minimum of 6 sentences per paragraph)

· Description must include at least all the following: homeostasis, alveoli, oxygen, carbon dioxide, heart, diffusion, gas exchange, inhale, exhale, capillaries, names of systems

· A word bank must be included for options to fill in the blanks (but there can be more options than there are blanks….your choice)

· Must be VERY neatly written or preferably typed

· An answer key must be turned in with the assignment on a separate sheet of paper
